  Every now and then youôll hear of a person or group of people who claim to have  
seen some extraordinary sign of manifestation of Christ or a wondrous apparition of  
the Blessed Mother or another saint.  Why do people search for signs and flock to  
places where these kinds of things have been reported?  Is their faith strong or  
weak?  Are they looking for proof or just inspiration?  Whatever a personôs motivation  
may be, one thing is certain: we all need signs of Godôs love for us, and we all need  
to seek them out. 
 Jesus recognized this need in us.  That is why he gave us the sacraments.  That  
is why he gave us one another.  Where then, shall we look to find signs of Christôs  
wonderful love for us?  In others: in a new found friend; in the boss who offers us a  
raise or promotion; in the teacher who helps us out with a difficult assignment; in the  
wonderful and often surprising expressions of love that come from a loved one.  But perhaps the best 
place to look for signs of Christôs love is in the community of faith, thatôs convinced of Christôs presence 
leading and summoning us to be wonderful signs of love for one another. 
 Christôs presence among us is not something we see because of extraordinary signs and wonders.  
Rather, we see signs and wonders of the Lordôs presence in ordinary things because of our trust and 
belief in that presence.  Such perception is much more than wishful thinking; or seeing what we want to 
or hope to see.  It is truly visionary.  It is the seeing demanded by Jesus when he said, ñBlessed are 
they who have not seen and have believed." 
    
  
 Holy Week was a tremendous experience for me.  It was wonderful to see so many people in      
attendance throughout the week.  What about the large number of people that attended Mass on Easter 
Sunday!  From what Iôve heard in recent days, the entire experience of Holy Week 2010 was special for 
a number of Saint Kenneth parishioners, too!

Ever since, artists have been in sync with Thomasô visual 
and tactile demands and have provided us with many such images. 
 The image of the wounded Lord is not simply a matter of artistic 
representation or taste.  It is, rather, a matter of faith.  Lacking those wounds, 
the risen Lord is not the crucified Lord.  Thomas has helped artists and all the 
rest of us to recognize that before the resurrection there must be death. 
 Thomas has helped us feel in our bones that our God is a God who takes 
human suffering seriously.  And out of even seemingly meaningless suffering, 
our God can bring wondrous significance and new life.  The Risen Lord whom 
Thomas demanded to see and touch is the only Lord worth believing in!  That 
Lord wears the wounds of death yet promises the healing of life.  The Lord 
assures us that our faith in Him is not misplaced, that our hope in Him will be 
fulfilled, and that loving Him even in suffering is what resurrected life is all 
about.  Like Thomas the apostle, we are a people who seek what he found: a 
suffering Son, a wounded Lord, a God who knows first hand our feelings of 
abandonment and pain.  That is a God worth believing in!
