  As we continue through the Easter season, let us sing out our ―Alleluias‖ strongly  
and with enthusiasm. Today we begin the Third Week of this Fifty Day Season of  
Celebration. The feast of Easter, where God the Father has raised Jesus from the  
dead, celebrates a completely new reality. Jesus‘ resurrection has broken open  
time and space. For Jesus—and for us when we unite with the risen Jesus— 
there is only the communion in God, which we call ―eternal life.‖ To symbolize this  
reality of the resurrection, the Church celebrates each day of this season as though  
it were still Easter Sunday. 
 Easter is not a past reality we remember but a past, present and future  
reality that grabs hold of us and transforms our lives. Jesus‘ resurrection did not  
happen nearly 2000 years ago and was over and done with. Jesus‘ resurrection  
happened and from that point on the whole universe is forever changed. The definitive pattern which 
brings wholeness to life is now not just theoretical, nor one of many possibilities.  It has entered human 
history, and thus the universe, in an absolute way, since it is the pattern of God‘s own reality: life lived 
in obedience to the call of the Father, Source of All; facing death and all that leads to death without 
losing hope, especially when it comes from the sin and evil of others; and new life in communion with 
God through death. 
 One of the most difficult things about the resurrection of Jesus is that we have no framework for un-
derstanding all that it means.  It is not similar to a body being resuscitated and coming back to life; that 
is the story of Frankenstein. Jesus‘ body is not the same after the resurrection. It is not simply about im-
mortality or that we can know that there is life after death. Many philosophies and religions and  
cultures believe this without any connection to Jesus‘ death and resurrection. Rather, the resurrection of 
Jesus has to do with living life here and now in a transformed way. Because we know that sin and death 
do not have ultimate claim on us or anyone, we can risk our lives for the good of others. Because we 
know that human nature is capable of receiving the gift of resurrected life, if it unites with Jesus, we try 
to unite our current lives as fully as possible with the Lord.  
 It is a challenge in today‘s world not to trivialize or tame the resurrection. So many people equate it 
with life after death and then talk about their own or other people‘s experiences of near death or experi-
encing the possibility of life after death. No! If our faith in the resurrection of the Lord is limited to such a 
hope, we miss the most important aspect of the resurrection of Jesus. Where in our lives here and now, 
do we need to grasp the reality of the resurrection, unite more fully to the Lord, so as to face the conse-
quences of sin and evil in this world? When we opt for forgiveness over vengeance, we are saying ―Yes‖ 
to the resurrection. When we let go of bitterness from past hurts, we are affirming the  
resurrection. When we take time and energy to let go of excessive self-centeredness and embrace the 
other not as we want them to be but as they are, we are living the resurrection.  
 Christ the Lord is risen. Alleluia! It is not a get into heaven free card we play. It is not a  
guarantee of life after death. It is an invitation to live this life intentionally as disciples of Jesus: letting 
our desires be shaped by what God wants for us; allowing our actions and even perceptions of life to be 
transformed by our hope and trust in God; even trusting in the Father‘s final word of life in the midst of 
suffering and death. Jesus Christ is risen! Alleluia!

CATHOLIC SERVICES APPEAL 2010 
 We have not received our final mandatory target for this year‘s Catholic 
Services Appeal, but we know it will be close to last year‘s amount. The diocese 
made a decision to ―freeze‖ the overall C.S.A. budget target for the next three 
years – that figure for the entire diocese is $17, 839,175. Because the parish 
mandatory targets are calculated by the relative amount each parish receives in 
its Sunday, Christmas and  Holy Day collections, the parish target will vary a bit 
up or down from previous year, depending on whether our parish did better or 
worse than the average parish in fiscal year 2008-2009. Because of your 
generous ongoing support, I anticipate that our mandatory target will be slightly 
higher this year.  
 Every year since I became pastor, you have generously supported the 
C.S.A. and we have always surpassed such targets. The good thing about your 
generous support is all such monies beyond the mandatory target are returned 
to the parish 100%, for our own use. Because this is the way the diocese 
handles C.S.A. monies, all donations to the C.S.A. are the best way to give 
significant contributions to the parish. The parish benefits 100% from every 
dollar donated via the C.S.A. Your generous support either it helps our parish to 
reach the mandatory target or it comes back after that for our own use with 
none of the excess going to the diocese. All other donations to our parish help 
to support the diocese, because all parish income is ―taxed‖ by the diocese 7% 
(1% higher than previous years beginning July 1, 2010).  
        Our annual C.S.A. letter from the parish will be mailed later this week. Next 
weekend, Lane Ritter will speak at all the liturgies to encourage our participation 
and support of the 2010 CSA.  I want to publicly thank him for taking on the 
responsibility of being ―2010 CSA Chair‖ and for his willingness to speak at all 
the liturgies.   
 CSA 2010 is about to begin, and I want to remind everyone that once we 
have reached our mandatory target, anything pledged and collected over and 
above that amount will be deposited into our parish savings account.  Under 
the direction of our Stewardship Commission, we now look upon the CSA 
as our once-a-year fund-raising effort to generate additional income for 
capital expenditures; in other words, for our Saint Kenneth Community 
the opportunity to support the CSA is really an opportunity to generate 
additional income for our Capital Savings Account.  
 With the completion of the renovation of our Social Hall and Kitchen, our 
next big capital expense will be the expansion and resurfacing of our parking 
lot.
