HAITTIAN GRATITUDE

The following letter is from Bishop Gumbleton; acknowledging our support of the
relief efforts in Haiti.

Dear Tom,

It was a good thing that | was sitting down when | opened your envelope. |
am still stunned at the extent of your generosity. My deep thanks on behalf of myself
and the Haitian earthquake victims overflows. $19,336.13 will do so much to bring
relief and needed supplies. The news reports and the pictures do not do justice to
the horror of the situation. I've been there three times and each time | thought |
would see progress, only to be disappointed with the slowness of the relief effort.

On my last trip, we secured a large tent about the size of a small house. We picked it up at the
airport in the Dominican Republic and arranged with the Customs officers to take the tent to Haiti without
paying a tariff. Once the tent was set up, our health care workers immediately began to treat the sick,
malnourished, and homeless Haitians; | was also able to bring more medical supplies, particularly for
children. The generosity of the St. Kenneth Parishioners will enable us to continue this ministry.

CATHOLIC SERVICES APPEAL 2010
Capital Savings Account 2010 - our Saint Kenneth Parish fund raising effort

This weekend, Lane Ritter will encourage our participation and support of the annual Catholic
Services Appeal. | want to publicly thank him for taking on the responsibility of being “2010 CSA Chair”
and for his willingness to speak at all the liturgies. In his presentation he will remind everyone of our
stewardship responsibility to give back to God some of the blessing we receive from God.

The mandatory target has been set for our parish, and as | suspected, it is $5, 538 higher than our
2009 target. We must raise a grand total of $155,464 for CSA 2010. | also wish to remind everyone
that once we have reached our mandatory target, anything pledged and collected over and above that
amount will be deposited into our parish savings account. Under the direction of our Stewardship
Commission, we now look upon the CSA as our once-a-year fund-raising effort to generate
additional income for capital expenditures; in other words, for our Saint Kenneth Community the
opportunity to support the CSA is really an opportunity to generate additional income for our
Capital Savings Account.

Every year since | became pastor, you have generously supported the CSA and we have
always surpassed the mandatory target. The good thing about your generous support is all such
monies beyond the mandatory target are returned to the parish 100%, for our own use.

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Because this is the way the diocese handles CSA monies, all donations to the
CSA are the best way to give significant contributions to the parish. The parish
benefits 100% from every dollar donated via the CSA. Your generous support
either helps our parish to reach the mandatory target or it comes back after that
for our own use with none of the excess going to the diocese. All other
donations to our parish help to support the diocese, because all parish income
is “taxed” by the diocese 7% (1% higher than previous years beginning July 1,
2010).

It has been said that “nothing succeeds like success” and that statement is
true when it comes to our Saint Kenneth CSA. In 2005, the generous support
of Saint Kenneth parishioners to the CSA enabled us to generate $44,934 in
additional income. In 2006, we were able to generate $58,654 of additional
income. Thanks to your generosity and support, in 2007 we were able to
deposit $71,069 into our parish savings account. Our success continued in
2008 with $57,157 of additional income generated. The final CSA 2009 report
from the Archdiocese is pending, but based on our Saint Kenneth past payment
record, we should have generated more than $50,000 in additional money last
year. Your generosity in the past provided the necessary funding to completely
renovate our kitchen and social hall.

With the completion of the renovation of our Social Hall and Kitchen, our
next big capital expense will be the expansion and resurfacing of our
parking lot. Like the Social Hall and Kitchen, we will only be able to
accomplish this very needed (and expensive) project with your generous
support. | hope that we will be able to generate the needed income for this
project over the course of the next two years (2010 CSA and 2011 CSA). Once
you determine your level of support — please remember that your generous
participation in this annual appeal will be the means by which we generate the
needed Cash to Supply Asphalt!

These are trying and difficult times for most of us; yet, many of us are truly
blessed. If your circumstances allow, | would like to propose that each
household might consider a $365.00 pledge ($36.50 a month for ten months).
This gift would equal a $1.00 per day! Some parishioners can and will pledge
more; others will give according to their means. But it is important that every
parishioner give a pledge or gift. Just imagine our success if we could get a
pledge or gift (no matter how large or small) from each of our individual
households and registered families! We need your cooperation and support.
Thank you in advance for your kind consideration of this request to generate
the additional income needed to help us with our capital improvement projects
to maintain, sustain, and improve our parish complex!

For me, there are two key aspects to stress in regard to the Catholic
Services Appeal: 1) as high a percentage of participation as possible; and 2)
equitable giving. Last year 2009CSA, 824 households or 40.55% of registered
parishioners contributed to the CSA — giving an average gift of $243.97. We
hope to do better this year, with a higher percentage of parishioners
supporting our Saint Kenneth CSA with a greater average gift. Although
40.55 % participation is better than most parishes, it is still very low. For usto
exist as a fully active parish, supporting both the local and the wider needs of
the Church, we need the support of nearly all, not less than half of the
registered parishioners. Even if the amount you can afford to give is less than
what is suggested, give what you can responsibly afford. Equitable giving
means that some, a minority of registered parishioners, can and will give more
than the suggested $1.00 a day. While others, also giving responsibly, can and
will give a smaller portion of the suggested amount. Both types of gifts are
needed, equitable and appreciated.

Most parishioners would agree that something needs to be done
with our parking lot! We need additional parking spaces, we need to
widen and improve the “sight line” of our exit driveway, and most
importantly - the current condition of the Continued on page 4
