In response to donor feedback, the Red Cross is striving to streamline the donor process.      
Effective in January, all donors with a scheduled appointment receive a colored number and are 
seen prior to donors without scheduled appointments.  The Red Cross will send staff based on 
the number of scheduled appointments.

A sign-up sheet will be available in the Gathering Space in the back of church. 
You can schedule an appointment when you get a call from the Red Cross call center.
