This Tuesday we will celebrate that strange festival known as Mardi Gras, the day before Ash
Wednesday. In times past (and time not so past in New Orleans and Rio de Janeiro), in predominately
Catholic areas where the Lenten fast was a way of life for the whole populace, the day before the start
of Lent was an occasion for much merry-making and gargantuan eating and drinking. Hence the name,
Mardi Gras or Fat Tuesday.

| guess that each nationality has its own particular customs and traditions to celebrate the arrival of
Lent. For Polish people it is the custom to make and enjoy jelly doughnuts, which are known as
PACZKI. This custom developed years ago when there was a need to clear the cupboard of any oil,
flour, sugar and preserves which would have spoiled during the strict Lenten fast. Today, we seldom
lose any food through spoilage, but we still have a need to pass traditions on to our children.

would always give us the day off school to help us get ready for Lent. Being home for the day gave me
the opportunity to help my mom with the work of making the doughnuts.

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It was fun to help my mother knead the dough, and | learned the meaning of
waiting as | anxiously watched the dough rise. My mother would warn me to be
patient, because you cannot rush the process which takes simple ingredients
and transforms them into delicious and fattening paczki. Finally, the doughnuts
would be fried and | would sprinkle them with powdered sugar and eat them hot
from the oil.

There is a lot of work and effort that goes into making jelly doughnuts, but
this tradition allowed my family to work together and enjoy each other. It was a
time of waiting, watching, and working together before the finished product
could be enjoyed. It helped me to realize that Lent is a time of waiting,
watching, working, and praying for the greatest gift of all: the passion, death,
and resurrection of the Lord.

The somber message of Ash Wednesday reminds us to undertake the
practices of prayer and almsgiving and fasting. The cross of ashes reminds us
of our frailty and our amazing Lenten t
be faithful to the gospel . o

Join us in prayer on Ash Wednesday, February 17. Our service
schedule is:
9:00 am Mass, with distribution of ashes
12:15 pm Scripture Service, with distribution of ashes
7:00 pm Mass, with distribution of ashes

We encourage you to pick up one of the Lenten resource booklets found in
the Gathering Space of the church prior to Ash Wednesday. Keep this booklet
handy (on the kitchen table, on your nightstand, next to the remote control) as a
constant reminder to everyone in the family to pray. Use the prayer booklet
each day to begin or end your personal or family prayer.

Ash Wednesday is a day of universal fast and abstinence in the church.
The regulations on Lenten fast and abstinence are:

FASTING: on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. Those who are 18 but not

yet 59 are allowed only one full meal. Two smaller meals are allowed as

needed, but eating solid foods between meals is not permitted.

ABSTINENCE FROM MEAT: Those who are 14 years of age or older are to

abstain fro at product Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays of Lent.

The
above regulations simply highlight Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and the other
Fridays of Lent. Our more fundamental obligation is to make Lent a penitential
season, choosing practices that are adapted to our own needs.

The true purpose of fasting is not to persuade God to do something we
want, or to punish ourselves for our sinfulness. Rather, fasting is a form of
prayer i prayer in action. It helps us experience and express:

Our hunger for God.

Our dependence on God (food ultimately comes from God)
Our weakness and frailty

Our willingness to change some patterns of our life

As Americans we know a lot about ‘

elections! As Christians we recall that in

Scripture there are many instances of

God choosing someone, or even an

entire people. Jesus, called Messiah, is

the "chosen one" of God. God's choices

are witnessed by others. The Church continues to rejoice
in God's choices in our own time. The Rite of Election
celebrated this weekend for our parish catechumens and
candidates marks discernment on the part of the community
and testimony that these men and women preparing for
initiation are indeed being chosen by God. Godparents and
sponsors testify that they have seen God's work in those
about to be initiated. In turn, they give their name, an icon
of themselves, a sign of their total gift of self, to be
enrolled in the Book of the Elect. Godparents and sponsors
and we, the faith community, will support them by love,
example and prayer during the final days leading to full
initiation at Easter. The Elect among us are called by God
to be God's own, to be washed in the waters of Baptism,
anointed by the Spirit in Confirmation and nourished by
Christ in the Eucharist.
