The word LENT means springtime.  The word comes from the same root word as lengthen.  Daytime 
lengthens during Lent.  The Northern Hemisphere turns toward the sun, the source of life, and winter 
turns into spring.  In Hebrew, the word for repentance is the same as the word that means to turn, like 
the turning of the earth to the sun, like the turning of the soil before planting. 
 On Ash Wednesday we read from Joel. ñEven now, says the Lord, turn to me.ò  The word sin 
means separation.  We are called to turn from our separate selves, from our sin, to come together in 
community.  Self-denial is the way we express our repentance.  In the lengthening brightness from Ash 
Wednesday until Holy Thursday afternoon, our Holy Lent, we turn to God as our source of life. 
 Self denial is threefold, according to the Gospel proclaimed on Ash Wednesday.  We pray: ñGo 
to your room, close your door, and pray to your Father in private.ò  We fast: ñNo one must see you are 
fasting but your Father.ò  We give alms: ñKeep your deeds of mercy secret, and your Father who sees 
in secret will repay you.ò  Through the Lenten exercise of prayer, fasting and almsgiving, we spring 
clean our lives, sharpen our senses, put tomorrow in its place and treasure the day at hand. 
 Why are there 40 days in Lent?  It took forty days for sinfulness to drown in the flood before a 
new creation could inherit the earth.  It took forty years for the generation of slaves to die before the 
freeborn could enter the Promised Land.  For forty days Moses and Elijah and Jesus fasted and prayed 
to prepare themselves for their lifeôs work.  Forty is that biblical number which identifies a significant  
period of purification. 
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Lent is not pietistic pie-in-the-sky time.  Itôs realistic down-to-earth time.  Itôs 
about ashes and the cross.  Itôs about money, food, and how we spend our 
time.  Itôs about sin and sorrow.  Itôs about life and death.   
 It may seem strange that one of the Prefaces for Lenten Masses thanks 
God because ñeach year you give us this joyful season when we prepare to 
celebrate the Paschal Mystery with our mind and heart renewed.ò 
 Joyful?  This is Lent ï a time for giving up the good things in life and 
getting on our knees?  Joyful?  Who wrote this Preface, some masochist?  No, 
the author of that prayer is a realist.  Make this a good Lent and weôll find 
ourselves happier.  The first days of Lent are like starting an exercise program.  
Weôre sore all over, but we also feel invigorated, energized, enlivened, and we 
feel good about ourselves.  Our body is made for this.  We are on the right 
track. 
 So it is with Lent.  Our lives, without our realizing it can be flat, 
spiritually lifeless.  Our prayer, fasting, and acts of charity can help invigorate 
us and let us experience the grandeur of God! 
 
 

CSA UPDATE: GOOD NEWS! 
 This past week we received the following note from David Smith, 
Director of Accounting Services for the Archdiocese of Detroit. It read:  ñYour 
parish has received a refund for CSA 2009 of $27,112.16 for the quarter ending 
December 31, 2009.  This amount has been transferred to your deposit account 
as of January 11, 2010.ò 

 You may recall that we use the CSA as a once-a-year opportunity to 
support our parish ñover and aboveò our usual Sunday Stewardship of 
donations dropped into the offertory kiosk.  All monies generated over our 
mandatory target are automatically returned to our parish and deposited into 
our Capital Savings Account to be used for future capital expenditures.  Last 
May, 824 individuals or families supported the CSA, helping us to reach and 
exceed our mandatory target. 
 I want to thank all who so generously supported our 2009 CSA.  Each 
time you fulfill your monthly or quarterly pledge you are actually giving 
your financial support to Saint Kenneth Parish.  If everyone continues to 
complete their pledge through March 2010, our parish will benefit from an 
additional $23,714 of ñtax-freeò revenue.  Unlike all other donations given to our 
parish, money generated through the CSA is not subject to the usual 6% 
diocesan tax. Our success proves once again that our generous support of the 
annual CSA is THE BEST WAY to financially support our parish.  May God 
reward you for your generosity! 
 Your ongoing stewardship is the source of many blessings of time, 
talent, and treasure.  I am most grateful for all you do to make our Saint 
Kenneth Community great!

Joyce Rupp, in her book Inviting God In, tells us 
that she is always amazed at how many people 
come to Ash Wednesday services.  Each Lent 
she wonders what brings them there.  Why do 
they make such an effort to take their lunch hour 
or rise earlier than usual or to come to church  
after a wearying dayôs work when they might not 
come to mass any other weekday of the year? 
 
Perhaps it is the call to ñreturn.ò  Maybe a sense 
of hope is kindled in hearts by the possibility of 
coming back to God and trying once more to 
strengthen oneôs faith.  I think it may also be the 
realization that there is always a part of oneôs 
heart that has not yet been given over to God.  
When we look within, we see that there is still 
more that needs to be brought home to the Holy 
One.  There are always parts of us that we hold 
back and that need to be re-joined to God, in 
whose heart we truly belong. 
 
The first day of Lent the scriptures reassure us 
that God is rich in faithful love and waiting to   
welcome us home.  Let us enter this Church   
season trusting that God will draw near and help 
us in our desire to ñreturn.ò 
 

I am re-turning to you, Friend of my heart. 
I am grateful that I belong to you 
and that you are always ready to welcome me 
home.
