THE MIRACLE OF CHRISTMAS 2009 
 Crowds that gathered on Christmas Eve and Christmas Day were beyond anyone’s  
expectations – we always expect large crowds (especially at the 4:00 pm Christmas Eve Liturgy), but 
every Mass was filled beyond my wildest dreams.  Why did so many people attend Mass this  
Christmas?  Some speculated that the dry road conditions helped to bring many to church.  Others  
suggested that the weak economy kept people close to home – opting to stay in Michigan, rather than 
fly or drive to warmer destinations.  A couple of people I spoke with speculated that “bad times bring 
people back to God.” Whatever the reason, I was exceptionally pleased to see the church filled (and 
some would say beyond its capacity) for all five services. 
 From my unique perspective as pastor it was not the numbers of people who came to church, but 
the individuals who came to worship at Saint Kenneth.  Barb who just a few months ago was fighting for 
her life in intensive care came to celebrate surrounded by her family and close friends.  Bill who is   
working hard to regain mobility after being hit by motorist who lost control of his car while he and his wife 
were out walking this past spring.   
 There were visitors from Australia, Brazil, Poland, France, as well as relatives and friends from the 
East and West Coast; Florida, Texas, and people from the Traverse City area, as well as our Upper 
Peninsula.  College students home for their Christmas break – and former parishioners who moved 
away but still return to Saint Kenneth because this is their “spiritual home.”  Some among us had not 
been to church for quite a while, many returned in the final weeks of Advent by celebrating the  
Sacrament of Reconciliation. 
 I wish I could have spent more time talking with certain individuals: some family members and     
distant relatives; people from previous parish assignments; those from other countries; the many who   
celebrated reconciliation throughout the Advent season; those who have overcome physical or  
emotional trauma; those in the midst of crisis (financial, relational, psychological, emotional); those who 
are anxious and afraid; the depressed. The twenty-four hour period between the  
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Christmas Eve and Christmas Day seemed to fly by in a wink; but the impact of 
the faces of certain individuals (along with their hugs, embraces, tears, and 
smiles) has left an indelible impression on my heart.  It is their courage, their 
strength, their determination, their faith, that allowed me to experience

My daughter recently shared a  
website with me called  
GivesMeHope.com.  People write  
short blogs that end with “GMH”  
(Gives Me Hope.)  I have listed a

 I was at the store and I saw a really attractive 
guy in his twenties in a wheelchair. Just as I was 
thinking how terrible it was that someone so  
attractive had to lead such a  different life and  
depend on others...he held the door open for me.  
He GMH. 
 

 I work in a bank - a place where good news is 
hard to come by recently: Today I spoke with a 
gentleman who told me he needed to know how 
much money he had. When I asked if he had a 
large purchase   coming up, he said yes. "I'm  
buying clothes for the man who asks me for a 
quarter every day on my way to school," he  
replies. This gentleman was 12. He GMH. 
 

 At a fireworks display tonight, a man with 
Downs syndrome sat next to me on my blanket. 
His elderly parents were next to us & started to 
scold him & apologize, but I said I had plenty of 
room. He held my hand & told me he wanted to 
watch fireworks with me because I was pretty & he 
wanted to be my friend. He GMH.  
 

 The hardest part for me about my daughter  
being autistic is that she didn't recognize me as 
her mother. This week we were pointing at things 
in a book- "where's the cat?" "where's the ball?" 
and I asked her "where's the mommy?" and she 
turned around and pointed at me. GMH . 
 

 At my college graduation everyone is allowed 
to take a loved one with them as they walk across 
the stage. The last girl to walk across held the arm 
of her 90 year old grandpa. As they crossed the 
stage the   chancellor read her grandfathers name. 
He graduated 60 years ago but didn't get to walk 
his own graduation because he was fighting in 
WWII. GMH.  
  

 Many of the short entries move me - some even to 
tears.  I cannot fail to see God’s love at work in each 
of these stories.  During the early days of 2010, with a 
new year stretched before me, hope is a commodity I 
could always use.  Perhaps you could use a little    
uplifting also.
