eligibility guidelines established by the archdiocese or the
individual school. Kindergarten children are NOT ELIGIBLE
for Tuition Grant assistance.

Unlike previous years, there will no longer be a Parish
Verification form needed at the time of application. The
parish will instead be sent a list of all applicants who
applied and the pastor must verify that the family is an
active parishioner, or the application will not be processed.
It is important that our parish is notified of any name
di fferences (i .e. the stude name
parent).

The application forms are available in the parish
office or through the Catholic Grade or High School
your children are attending. Only one application should
be submitted per family, regardless of the number of school
children. Applications must be submitted and received prior
to April 12, 2010, but it is advisable to send them as soon
as they are completed to avoid possible mailing and cut-off
problems. Especially in these difficult economic times, |
strongly urge all parents with children enrolled in a Catholic
Grade or High School to take advantage of the opportunity
that is present if you feel that your family might qualify for

assistance.
