   Jesus, quoting Isaiah, tells the people of his hometown that his mission is ñto  
preach good news to the poor, proclaim release to the captives, recovery of sight to  
the blind, and set at liberty those who are oppressed.ò  In our Catholic tradition,  
one of the ways we continue this gospel mission is through the corporal works of  
mercy: feeding the hungry, clothing the naked, sheltering the homeless, visiting the  
sick, ransoming the captives and burying the dead. 

As a parish, we continue to offer many opportunities for Christian Service  
throughout the year: Blood Drives; First Sunday of the month food collection;  
cooking and serving a meal once a month at Saint Christine Soup Kitchen;  
Saint Vincent DePaul Bundle Days; the Bagel Program; the Advent Giving Tree  
Program and our ongoing support of Right-to-Life activities. 

Last month, the Giving Tree program once again generated thousands of gifts to support the poor, 
needy, and disadvantaged in our local community. Our 2009 Advent Giving Tree Program is over and 
appears to be an overwhelming success.  We began with more than 1400 gift tags ï all were taken and 
all the gift requests were fulfilled!  We supported a number of different local organizations with an      
estimate of over 1200 individual people being the recipients of more than 5,000 presents in total!   Even 
Santa would be impressed by the organization behind this annual endeavor ï for we accomplish every-
thing without an army of elves! 

On behalf of all the poor at Saint Christine Parish, Saint Dominic Parish, Our Lady of Rosary Parish, 
The Capuchin Soup Kitchen, Wee Care, Catholic Social Services (Foster Care Children), Saint Aloysius 
Parish, Saint Leo Parish, and the Criminal Justice Ministry of the Archdiocese of Detroit ï I speak on 
behalf of all who received assistance in extending a heartfelt ñTHANK YOU!ò to everyone who          
contributed to our Giving Tree Program.  God bless you all and have a Happy New Year. 
It is virtually impossible to summarize the extent of our efforts to support the ñless fortunateò      

members of our community, but I would like to try.  Our Giving Tree program helped people across the 
spectrum of life: newborn children; homeless men, women and children; recently released prisoners; 
families; single parents; teen-aged moms and their children; and the working poor.

ARCHDIOCESAN TUITION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 
 Because of the Stewards for Tomorrow Campaign and the establishment of 
an Archdiocesan Endowment, the Archdiocese of Detroit extends tuition 
assistance grants to Catholic families with children in grades 1-12 attending 
Catholic Schools.  Saint Kenneth Parish will also give an additional Tuition 
Grant to registered parishionersô children who meet the eligibility guidelines 
established by the archdiocese or the individual school.  Kindergarten children 
are NOT ELIGIBLE for Tuition Grant assistance. 

 Unlike previous years, there will no longer be a Parish Verification form 
needed at the time of application.  The parish will instead be sent a list of all 
applicants who applied and the pastor must verify that the family is an active 
parishioner, or the application will not be processed.  It is important that our 
parish is notified of any name differences (i.e. the studentôs name is different 
from the parent). 

 The application forms are available in the parish office or through the 
Catholic Grade or High School your children are attending.  Only one 
application should be submitted per family, regardless of the number of 
schoolchildren.  Applications must be submitted and received prior to April 12, 
2010, but it is advisable to send them as soon as they are completed to avoid 
possible mailing and cut-off problems.  During these difficult economic times, I 
strongly urge all parents with children enrolled in a Catholic Grade or High 
School to take advantage of the opportunity that is present if you feel your 
family might qualify for assistance.

ST. VINCENT DE PAUL UPDATE 

 Our St. Kenneth SVDP chapter continues to minister to 
those in need with the generous support of you, our parish 
family.  While other local chapters have faced limitations on 
the help they could provide due to a lack of financial       
resources, our parish has been blessed to be able to both 
meet our local needs as well as assisting beyond our parish 
boundaries.  When the parish office receives a call or visit 
from someone requesting help, the SVDP on-call            
volunteers for that week will do a home visit to minister to 
that need.  The cash donations we receive from the 
Thanksgiving collection are used to provide financial help 
with food, gas, utilities, rent, or whatever immediate        
assistance is most needed.  If parishes outside of our 
boundary are assisting a client with needs larger than they 
can accommodate alone, we will sometimes work with 
them.  Likewise, we occasionally ask other parishes to work 
with us--we call this ñtwinningò with other parish SVDP 
chapters.  Some additional things weôve been able to do 
this past year:  provide food baskets to over 60 families at 
Easter and Christmas, deliver two moving vans full of      
furniture to the Inkster SVDP store (including many always-
needed mattresses), a spring clothing and household goods 
collection, a targeted clothing drive for menôs and childrenôs 
clothes for two Outreach Centers, ongoing donations to the 
SVDP blue box in the parking lot, and provide built-in 
shelves for the St. Dominic Outreach Center along with   
volunteers to assist in sorting.   The need continues to be 
great--God Bless You for your generosity in meeting those 
needs.
