 This week join us each day as we celebrate the Passion of Christ.  Join us 
at 7:00 p.m. Holy Thursday evening to begin the Triduum.  Recognize that in 
receiving the body and blood of Christ we are declaring that we share in Christôs 
passion by being willing to be broken and poured out for others, just as he was 
broken and poured out for us. 

 Continue to celebrate the Triduum on Good Friday.  We begin with Good 
Friday Meditations at 12:15 p.m. on Friday, April 2nd; the Liturgy of Good Friday 
will be celebrated at 1:15 p.m.  This liturgy of the Word is called a celebration of 
the passion of Christ.  Join us in this celebration.  Glory in the paradox that we 
celebrate. 

Conclude the Triduum by celebrating the Easter Vigil at 8:00 p.m. Holy 
Saturday night.  Listen to the stories of Godôs compassionate love for us.  
Welcome the Elect to the family and the table of the Lord.  Celebrate the 
meaning of Christôs passion in the Alleluia that is Easter! 

     
A comment about Holy Saturday, with the exception of the blessing of 

food baskets in Church at 1:00 p.m., there will be NO other service (no 
confession and NO 4:30 p.m. Mass) until the solemn celebration of the 
Vigil of Easter which begins at 8:00 p.m. 

 

On Holy Saturday afternoon, everyone is invited to bring baskets of food to 
church for a special blessing.  Years ago, the fasting of Lent was very strict.  No 
one was allowed to eat anything between meals.  When the evening meal was 
served, it was simple and just enough to sustain life.  For 40 days, all Christians 
felt the pangs of hunger that they might appreciate the new life that Easter 
brings. 

Over the years, in some countries, a custom developed that people would 
prepare food for the Easter meal and then bring it to church and offer 
thanksgiving to God.  I remember helping my mom pack the basket full of food: 
decorated eggs, bread, kielbasa, ham, cheese, butter, wine, and of course 
chocolate bunnies and marshmallow chickens!  A personôs mouth would 
salivate the moment the aroma of the kielbasa would hit them!  I donôt know 
why, but blessed food tastes better! 

I think it is a great tradition and I urge families to join us in giving thanks and 
praise to God.  The blessing of food recognizes that all creation is a gift from 
God.  We ask God to strengthen and nourish us through the food and fellowship 
that is blessed and shared at Easter.  Donôt forget to pack a little something 
extra for the Easter Bunnyôs favorite priest! 

 

WHERE ARE THE RICE BOWLS? 
 Some parishioners have inquired about the ñrice bowlò program that has 
traditionally been part of our Lenten experience.  The rice bowl program has 
been offered by Catholic parishes for as long as I can remember.  At Saint 
Kenneth we have noticed that over the past several years, less and less people 
were actually taking the cardboard bowl home ï but most parishioners were 
kind enough to return their loose change, dollars and generous check donations 
to the parish during Holy Week and Easter. 
 With the news of the devastating earthquake that destroyed Haiti earlier this 
year, we decided to encourage the children in our Religious Education and 
Logos Programs to participate in the ñSmall Change makes a BIG CHANGE for 
Haitiò throughout the Lenten Season.  It works the same as the ñrice bowlò 
program, only without the cardboard bowl.  You are encouraged to sacrifice for 
the sake of others, and bring your pocket change to support the rebuilding 
efforts in Haiti.  We will send your generous donations to the Clinique de St. 
Michel of Haiti ï to support the efforts to bring medical supplies, drugs and 
healing to those who have survived the earthquake.

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Following our Chinese dinner, we opened 
the fortune cookies.  Mine said: ñThe best 
thing about giving is that the reaction is 
always greater than the action.ò  Think about 
it.  Is that true? 

Most gifts bring joy to the giver and the 
receiver.  The pleasure is now doubled.  
Obviously, the gift plus doubled pleasure is 
greater than the gift alone.  Even if the gift 
was a wrong choice or not appreciated, the 
reactions of both parties, added to the gift, 
become more than the gift itself. 

But how much greater than the gift can 
the reactions become?  Consider this.  When 
driving in heavy traffic, have you allowed 
another driver to enter the road in front of 
you?  Later, did that driver allow cars to enter, 
and then those drivers did, too?  Or if you 
were entering from the side, were you irked by 
the driver who wouldnôt let you in?  Pleased by 
the driver who would? Did you react with 
thoughtfulness?  If so, your gift was courtesy; 
your reaction was part of ñthe ripple effect.ò 
ñThe ripple effectò doesnôt just add 

reactions to gifts, it multiplies them!  We 
seldom know how many ripples our gifts 
create. 

Church offerings multiply this way.  
Rippling across the church and around the 
world into homes, schools, shelters, and 
hospitals, they affect communities and 
individuals in ways weôll never see.  Time 
doesnôt destroy them.  We are blessed by 
such giving ... but greater still, are the 
multiplied reactions to our gifts and the 
blessings they compound.
