 A few years ago, one of my friends called my attention to an article in the 
Readerôs Digest in which was quoted an ancient inscription: ñEnjoy yourself; it is later 
than you think.ò  This article caused me to think about other similar sayings: ñSeize 
the dayò ñTomorrow is too lateò ñYou cannot go back to yesterday, that is history.  
You cannot live tomorrow, that is mystery.  You can only live today, which is why we 
call it today a ópresentô moment.ò 
 Perhaps the most challenging saying that summarizes this is the famous, ñthe road to hell is paved 
with good intentions.ò  Tomorrow we will write that letter, we are too busy today.  Tomorrow we will start 
living life with new purpose; today is too difficult to drag ourselves up from the old habit track.  Tomorrow 
we will take time to play with our children; today the pressure of making a living for them will consume 
our time.  Tomorrow we will give to our favorite charity; today we have another use for our money.   
Tomorrow we will return to church and take part in the religious life of our family and community; today 
we are too busy. 
 Life goes forward, each day reaching into tomorrow, and tomorrow is filled with the same old pattern 
of procrastination.  Our well intentioned plans for tomorrow never culminate, and we suddenly find  
ourselves too old, too sick, and too tired and then it is too late.  The loved ones we promised to write are 
dead and buried; the children are grown and gone; the worthy cause has either died for lack of support 
or someone else has take care of its need.  Religion and the practice of our faith have drifted out of our 
lives.  The pleasures we planned for tomorrow no longer have the same appeal.  We did not learn to 
play; therefore our lives are filled with the habit of work. 
 God invites us to live each and every day!  Easter challenges us to understand that every day is 
new year; each day is new adventure; this day will never come again.  We must seek the ñfirst thingsò of 
life ï each and every day. 

Itôs best to admit this to yourself and decide to live life 
each day.  Alfred D. Souza once said, ñIt seemed to me that for a long time life was about to beginé 
real life, but there was always some obstacle in the way.

Under 
the direction of our Stewardship Commission, we now look upon the CSA 
as our once-a-year fund-raising effort to generate additional income for 
capital expenditures; in other words, for our Saint Kenneth Community 
the opportunity to support the CSA is really an opportunity to generate 
additional income for our Capital Savings Account.  
 Last weekend, Lane Ritter encouraged our participation and support of the 
annual Catholic Services Appeal.  I want to publicly thank him for taking on the 
responsibility of being ñ2010 CSA Chairò and for his willingness to speak at all 
the liturgies.  In his presentation he will remind everyone of our stewardship 
responsibility to give back to God some of the blessing we receive from God. 
 With the completion of the renovation of our Social Hall and Kitchen, our 
next big capital expense will be the expansion and resurfacing of our 
parking lot.
