MASS OF ANOINTING 

TUESDAY, MAY 25 AT 7:00 PM 
 Mark your calendar and plan to join us for our semi-annual Mass for the      
Anointing of the Sick on Tuesday, May 25 at 7:00 in the evening.  Please encourage 
neighbors and family members to participate in this Sacrament of Godôs special 
grace for those who are ill. 
Who is a candidate to receive this Sacrament? 

Anyone who has an ongoing serious health situation (cancer, diabetes, 
heart) 

Anyone who is facing surgery in the next few months 
Anyone who has had surgery or hospital care and is still recuperating 
Anyone suffering from depression or mental illness 

The basic rule of thumb is that the anointing is for anyone, from the age of reason on up, who is facing a 
serious illness in his or her life.  As a sacrament, it gives comfort and healing to accompany you in the 
midst of illness, not simply at the end of life.  It is a sacrament for physical, emotional or other illness.  
For example, addictive behaviors like alcoholism, drugs and gambling are illnesses that are serious, and 
the sacrament is a proper way to bring such illnesses before God and the community in prayer.  No one 
else knows what the person anointed is suffering from.  Only that the person needs prayer.  The       
sacrament can be repeated if you are continuing to struggle with your illness or are elderly and in a frail 
state of health. 
 We are planning a brief reception following Mass and would like to know how many people are  
planning to attend this Mass.  Please call the parish office (734-420-0288) by noon on Monday, May 24 
indicating your intention to participate. 
  

    
In trapping a monkey, zoo officials will cut a hole in a tree, a hole that will perfectly accommodate 

the wrist of an average monkey.  They will round out the end of the hole and place in it a treat desired by 
most members of the primate community.  Inevitably, curiosity will bring the monkey down from the tree.  
The monkey will place its hand into the hole to snatch the treat.  The snatch calls for the making of a fist, 
which then makes exiting the hole impossible.  At that point, zoo officials emerge with nets in hand and 
capture the monkey. 

The irony is that the monkey could easily escape its captors.  Letting go of the treat is all that is   
required.  That, however, is something the monkey is not about to do. Not wishing to let something go 
when it is in our own best interests to do so is an all too familiar problem that we seem to have inherited 
from our primate cousins.  Besides not wishing to let go of yesterday, we humans (like the monkey) also 
do not like to let go; we prefer to hang on to bitterness, revenge and resentment. 

It was not easy for the apostles to let go of Jesus.  After all, they looked up to him, they relied on 
him, and they followed him.  When he was ñlifted up before their eyes,ò they stood there gazing up at the 
sky longing for him to return.  It was then that they faced the awful reality of having to let go of Jesus 
and move on with life, move on with the tasks that Jesus instructed them to do.  The apostles did and 
the Church was born! 

 

WHY GO TO CHURCH?  
 Several years ago Father Ron Rolheiser wrote a book entitled, The Holy Longing.  In it, he offered 
nine reasons why one should go to church; they are: 

Because it is not good to be alone. 
To take my place within the human family. 
Because God calls me there. 
To dispel my fantasies about myself. 
Because the saints have told me so. 
To help others with their pathologies and let them help me with mine. 
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To dream with others. 
To practice for heaven. 
For the pure joy of it. 

In our world today it would be good if we just concentrate on one reason ï 
because God wants me there.  Without us, the Church does not exist. The 
Church needs all of us: single, married, divorced, remarried.  It needs people 
who are devoted to our Blessed Mother, and those who have enjoy reading the 
autobiographies of the saints.  It needs people who are conservative as well as 
those who are liberal.  It needs men, women, children, young adults, middle 
aged, soon to retire, and seniors. 
 The Body of Christ, as Saint Paul describes the faith community, ñdoes not 
consist of one member, but of many.ò  In order for the church to be church it 
needs all of its members.  In Baptism, we are called by God to be active 
members of the Body of Christ.  The focus of our attention should be that God 
wants me there!

MAY IS STROKE MONTH 
 

 According to the American Heart/American Stroke    
Association, a stroke is the No.3 cause of death and a   
leading cause of serious, long-term disability in America.  It 
occurs when a blood vessel bringing blood and oxygen to 
the brain gets blocked or ruptures and brain cells donôt get 
the flow of blood that they need.  Deprived of oxygen, nerve 
cells canôt function and die within minutes.  And when nerve 
cells donôt function, the part of the body they control canôt 
function either.  The devastating effects of stroke are often 
permanent because dead brain cells canôt be replaced.   
 The good news about stroke is that itôs largely           
preventable.  Research has shown that you can reduce 
your stroke risk by living a healthy lifestyle ï controlling high 
blood pressure; not smoking; eating a low-fat, low-
cholesterol diet; being physically active; maintaining a 
healthy body weight; managing diabetes; drinking          
moderately or not at all, etc.  The other good news is that 
more than 5.8 million people who have had strokes are 
alive today! 
 Learn to recognize a stroke.  Because time lost is 
brain lost.  Today there are treatments that may reduce the 
risk of damage from the most common type of stroke, but 
only if you get help quickly ï within three hours of your first 
symptoms.  Call 9-1-1 immediately if you experience these 
warning signs! 

Sudden weakness or numbness of the face, arm or 
leg, especially on one side of the body 
Sudden confusion, trouble speaking or  

        understanding 
Sudden trouble seeing in one or both eyes 
Sudden trouble walking, dizziness, loss of balance 
or coordination 
Sudden, severe headache with no known cause
