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ifPentecosto is a Greek word that mea
religious feast observed fifty days after Passover, on which the Jewish people
thanked God for the wheat harvest. Today, Christian people celebrate Pentecost fifty
days after Easter to commemorate the day God sent the Holy Spirit to the early
Church.

I n todaybés Gospel, ifpeaced is the fi
apostles, a word the Jewish people of his day used in everyday speech as both a
greeting and farewell. Jesus then shows them his hands and his side to prove that it
is really he. He is truly alive!

During this post-resurrection appearance, Jesus tells his disciples he is sending
them out on a mission just as his Father sent him on one. He then breathes on them
and tells them he is giving them the Holy Spirit so that they can go out and bring forgiveness to all
people.

The word fiapostl eo comes from a Greek word that
Jesus sends the apostles to tell the world about the forgiveness of sins made possible through his death
and resurrection.

Breathing on the apostles as Jesus did may seem a bit crude but this action had much religious
meaning. Inthe book of Genesis, we read that God gave life to the first man by breathing into his
nostrils, and in the book of Ezekiel the prophet describes a dream he had in which a valley of dry bones

comes to |ife with the breath of God. Because Sc
we should under stand Jesusd6 actions in todayds Go
Holy Spirit into it.

Finally, todayés reading is the closest the four
Spirit on Pentecost. We are accustomed to hearing about the strong wind and the tongues of fire
appearing while the apostles and friends of Jesus
in the Acts of the Apostles (todayds first script
with Jesus promising he wil/| soon send the Holy S
account of the Spirit actually arriving. However

Who is a candidate to receive this Sacrament?

Anyone who has an ongoing serious health situation (cancer, diabetes,

heart)

Anyone who is facing surgery in the next few months

Anyone who has had surgery or hospital care and is still recuperating

Anyone suffering from depression or mental illness

The basic rule of thumb is that the anointing is for anyone, from the age of
reason on up, who is facing a serious illness in his or her life. As a sacrament,
it gives comfort and healing to accompany you in the midst of illness, not simply
at the end of life. Itis a sacrament for physical, emotional or other iliness. For
example, addictive behaviors like alcoholism, drugs and gambling are illnesses
that are serious, and the sacrament is a proper way to bring such illnesses
before God and the community in prayer. No one else knows what the person
anointed is suffering from. Only that the person needs prayer. The sacrament
can be repeated if you are continuing to struggle with your iliness or are elderly
Fr.
