MEMORIAL BOOK OF THE DEAD 
 The Memorial Books of our relatives and friends who have done to their eternal reward can be 
found in the Gathering Space this weekend.  In the weeks ahead, please feel free to write in anyone’s 
name you would like.  We keep the same books year after year, so there is no need to repeat any 
names you might have enrolled in the past. 
 When you pray, say the names of your loved ones who have died, then offer this prayer: 
“Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon them.  May their souls and all  
the souls of the faithful departed, through the mercy of God rest in peace.  Amen!” 
 
 

ALL SAINTS DAY 
 The solemnity of All Saints is a celebration rooted in both faith and hope: faith that through    
Jesus Christ all of humanity has been offered redemption, and hope that someday we and our dearly 
departed ones will be together with Christ in heaven. 
 Today’s First Reading, from the book of Revelation, was intended to offer this hope, based on 
faith in Jesus Christ, to early Christians whose relatives had been martyred during the reign of Emperor 
Domitian.  The book was written in a code of elaborate symbols so that its intended audience (those 
persecuted because of their faith) could safely read it without fear of punishment from the authorities. 
 We recognize part of the code because it has entered our liturgy: The Lamb who offers salvation 
is Jesus Christ.  Those marked with the seal of our God are baptized.  Those who have survived the 
persecution are martyrs who are alive in heaven, who have ―washed their robes and made them white in 
the blood of the Lamb.‖ 
 Heaven is full of people.  The number marked by the seal: 144,000, is a symbolic number (12 
times 12 times 1000 = 12 tribes of Israel times the 12 apostles times the magnitude or fullness).  In   
addition to the 144,000, there is ―a great magnitude from every nation, race, people and tongue.‖  There 
is room for everyone, and we hope that we shall one day join it.  In the Second Reading, from 1John we 
are assured that ―we are God’s children now; what we shall be has not yet been revealed.  We do know 
that when it is revealed we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is.‖ 
 We are a people that long to see God’s face.  Let us live according to the Beatitudes (today’s 
Gospel) so that we may rejoice and be glad in heaven.  Today is OUR FEAST – for we are future saints 
in the making!

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 Please see last weekend’s bulletin for the background into how the diocese receives 
funds to use for central services and large projects, and why the diocese is facing a 
critical financial situation now. I wrote that column before our priests’ convocation. At the 
convocation we were given a clearer picture of what will be happening. 
 As mentioned in the previous column Cardinal Maida overspent Archdiocesan 
reserves, particularly on the John Paul II Center in Washington, D.C. ($46 million given 
from reserves), renovating St. John’s Center in Plymouth ($30 million), and in loaning 
money to parishes and schools that would not be able to pay the loan back (unclear 
what the exact amount is, but well over $40 million). To finance such spending he 
borrowed money from our Archdiocesan cemetery fund and contracted with a bank to 
sell bonds, with the archdiocese as the guarantor. Those bonds are coming due and the 
interest each year that must be paid to the cemetery fund has become quite large. As a 
result, the diocese must significantly cut its budget or else it will run out of money. 
 The bulk of the immediate burden will be borne by Archdiocesan employees 
(employed by the central institution not parishes). Nearly one third will lose their jobs. 
Except for a few directors of offices, all such employees must re-apply for jobs that have 
now been consolidated and whose job descriptions have been changed. There is no 
guarantee any current archdiocesan employee will be re-hired. About 30 are eligible for 
retirement and the diocese hopes that a number of these will accept a retirement 
incentive. But in the end 60-80 employees will lose employment. 
 I think this is one of the biggest costs of this crisis and the one that Cardinal Maida 
and all Church leaders need to understand. There are large human costs when money 
entrusted to us is not carefully managed. I think it is fine to downsize central operations 
and to recognize that we often have overspent on centralized services. But this is more 
than that. This is a forced downsizing that goes beyond what we would really want to do. 
As a result, a number of people and their families will be harmed. Because of the 
canonical authority of the bishop to be in charge of all diocesan assets, some bishops 
forget that it is the people of God’s money, not theirs. For those who were in a position to 
advise Cardinal Maida on such expenses, shame on them if they did not protest or 
oppose such spending or at least ask the kind of questions that demand some 
accountability. 
 In turn, the offices that serve the Archdiocese of Detroit will be redesigned and 
streamlined. Many jobs are being combined so that the workload, in theory, is greatly 
increased. This means that we are in for a rather lengthy transition period where it will be 
more difficult to accomplish all the things the diocese did in the past. There arefar 
reaching recommendations on how to share technology and staff, how to organize the 
diocese into four stable regions, and much more. We will have to see how that all plays 
out in the months ahead. 
 What is the financial affect on parishes? Currently the diocese ―taxes‖ all 
donations and fund-raising income 6% (see the previous column on what is called the 
―cathedraticum‖). The amount of the tax will increase to 7%, beginning in the 2010-11 
fiscal year. And the way this cathedraticum is calculated will change slightly, not giving a 
break on the first $25,000 nor if a parish owes money to the diocese, as the current 
formula now does. The diocesan interest rate on monies parishes’ bank with the diocese 
will drop from the current 3%. Though no figure was given, the implication was that it 
might more closely parallel regular bank rates, which are currently quite low. And, if you 
have an outstanding loan to the diocese, any interest earned must go toward paying 
down the debt, rather than to operating expenses.  
 Finally, the overall C.S.A. target for the archdiocese, even though central 
services is being cut by nearly one-third, will not go down. The good news, however, is 
that it will remain the same for the next three years. Due to the way individual parish 
targets are calculated, those might vary slightly year to year, but not the total amount 
asked by the diocese. 

 

Finding a Patron Saint for the Archdiocese of Detroit 
 It has long been a practice in the Church for certain entities, including dioceses, 
to seek the intercession and protection of a patron saint. The Archdiocese of Detroit, 
however, has never officially had a patron. That is why Archbishop Allen Vigneron is now 
asking the faithful of the Archdiocese for their prayerful cooperation in selecting a patron 
saint for our local church of Detroit. 
 Between now and December 8, Catholics are invited to submit suggestions as 
to whom should be patron saint of the Archdiocese. A patron saint is known as a special

A Note from Gretchen  
 

 Throughout scripture we find            
individuals saying to God, ―Here I am.‖ 
When God calls to Moses from the  burning 
bush, Moses answers, ―Here I am‖ (Ex 3:4).  
When God summons Samuel in the middle 
of the night, Samuel responds with, ―Here I 
am‖ (1 Sm 3:4). And when God asks the prophet Isaiah, 
―Whom shall I send?‖ Isaiah replies, ―Here I am; send me!‖ (Is 
6:8). 
 Those three little words make a beautiful prayer.  Here I 
am.  Not there.  Not where I used to be or where I will be 
someday or where I wish I were.  But here.  In this place.  Amid 
these specific circumstances.  Here I am.  Not as I was       
yesterday or as I will be tomorrow or as I wish I were.  But as I 
am.  In this condition, this shape.  With these particular 
thoughts and feelings. 
 Perhaps all prayer should begin with a simple, ―Here I am, 
God.‖ It should begin with the humble acknowledgment and 
acceptance of where we find ourselves and who we are on this 
particular day.  Only then can we hope to begin to move     
forward and beyond - with God’s grace - of course.

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 Stewardship challenges us to look 
at our hearts and minds and 
experience the conversion to which we 
are called.  This conversion is not a 
superficial change in our giving habits 
(although proportionate, sacrificial 
giving can be a powerful sign of a 
more radical change in attitude or 
lifestyle).  A genuine conversion to 
stewardship means seeing everything 
differently (with new eyes) and 
acknowledging that everything we 
have comes to us from God as a gift to 
be cared for responsibly and shared 
generously with others. 
 At the International Catholic 
Stewardship Conference held in Rome 
in 2003, clergy and lay representatives 
from different continents and diverse 
cultures gathered to pray and reflect 
on basic principles of Christian 
stewardship.  This conference – as 
wonderful as it was – was not 
stewardship.  Stewardship is what we 
do when we go home to Nigeria, 
England, or America.  IT IS HOW WE 
LIVE EACH DAY.  It is the choices we 
make and the lifestyle we live – not just 
on Sunday but every day, one day at a 
time, one choice at a time, until a good 
and gracious God calls us home and 
asks for an accounting of who we are, 
what we believe, and how we have 
lived.  This is summed up in Saint 
Paul’s letter to the Thessalonians: “We 
urge you and appeal to you in the Lord 
Jesus to make more and more 
progress in the kind of life you are 
meant to live, the life God wants.  What 
God wants is for all of you to be 
holy.” (1 Thessalonians 4:1-3)
