.THANKSGIVING – OUR ATTITUDE OF GRATITUDE! 

THANKSGIVING – OUR CONCERN FOR THE POOR                            

AND HUNGRY 

 It’s not too early to begin to prepare for our annual Thanksgiving Feast.  Although                              
it is not a Holy Day in our Liturgical Calendar – Thanksgiving is a deeply religious                              
feast, worthy of our celebration.  On Thursday, November 26 Thanksgiving Day we                              
will celebrate the Eucharist at 9:00 a.m. 
 As is our tradition on Thanksgiving Day, Saint Kenneth parishioners bring bottles                             
of wine to church for a blessing.  This year, we will set up tables in the gathering                                
space and ask that you leave your wine on the table prior to entering church.  Immediately following 
morning Mass the wine will be blessed and you can pick up your bottle as you leave the church to take it 
home to share at your family’s Thanksgiving Feast.  The parish will also provide a small loaf of bread for 
you to share at your table; as a token of our appreciation for your love and support throughout the year.  
Just as we ―break bread‖ at the table of the Lord each week – we hope that this bread received from the 
parish will remind you and your family that we are united in love through our faith in Jesus Christ. 
 On Thanksgiving Day all money collected in the donation box located in the gathering space is used 
to support the work of our Saint Kenneth Saint Vincent DePaul Society.  Please be generous in         
supporting those who are less fortunate.  If you are not able to be with us on Thanksgiving Day, but 
would still like to support the needy through the work of our St. Vincent DePaul conference; in the weeks 
ahead, please place your donation in an envelope marked ―Thanksgiving Collection‖ and we will see to it 
that your gift is used for the poor.  
 In addition to the St. Vincent DePaul collection, feel free to bring some specific non-perishable food 
items to church as well on Thanksgiving Day.  We would like to use our celebration of Thanksgiving to 
provide St. Christine’s Food Pantry items that are always in demand and in short supply.  If you would 
like to participate in our Thanksgiving Day “special food collection” please donate ONLY the  
following items: CANNED CHICKEN, CANNED TURKEY, CHILI, SPAM, and 1# CANNED HAMS.   
Bring your food donations to the sanctuary and place them around the altar.  We will share your food 
donations with Saint Christine Food Pantry.  All other food products can be given during our next 
monthly food drive – the weekend of December 5th and 6th. The First Sunday of December Food Drive 
will be used to provide assistance to families through our Saint Vincent DePaul Society.  We also wish 
to encourage our parishioners to bring canned goods, personal care items, and non-perishable     
household cleaning items to church with you on December 5th and 6th. 

 
 

ARCHDIOCESAN FINANCES – FINAL THOUGHTS 
 Over the past two weekends we have taken a quick overview of the current financial state of the 
Archdiocese of Detroit.  Today, I would like to conclude with a final thought. How will all of this           
specifically affect Saint Kenneth Parish?   
 The change in how the Archdiocesan Tax on parish income is calculated (raising the cathedraticum 
tax from 6% to 7%) will mean approximately $11,000 in additional expenses for us. If our vicariate must 
pick up more of the expenses for some services, that could also result in a few more  thousand dollars 
of expenses. All in all, I would expect the coming year’s budget to be negatively affected by around 
$14,000 -$16,000. I think our budget will be able to handle this, if we continue to keep costs in line and 
most of us continue some sort of consistent Sunday giving. However, Sunday contributions and a     
successful yearly Catholic Services Appeal will become even more important in the next few years. 
 The silver lining, for Saint Kenneth is our ongoing efforts to grow in our understanding of            
stewardship as a way of life.  In today’s Old Testament Reading and Gospel, we read about widows 
who, although terribly poor, share what they have with others.  What motivates such generosity?  Our 
readings suggest two answers: In order to live generously we must first have   
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faith in God’s provident care for us.  In addition, we must understand our 
responsibility to care for others.    
 Doesn’t the Church talk about money too much?  Individual parishes may or 
may not talk about money too much but the reality is that God’s work requires 
money.  In fact, it is a duty of the Church to ask for money, not only for its work 
but for the work that is done by charitable organizations in the community.  The 
Church sees so much suffering and so many needs to be addressed and has a 
responsibility to address that suffering and those needs. 
 Even Jesus’ apostles had a treasurer who kept track of their expenses, and 
we read in the Bible of certain wealthy women who followed Jesus and his 
disciples, helping to support them out of their means.  The Apostle Paul also on 
a number of occasions urged churches to give money to help those in need. 
 The focus at Saint Kenneth is much more on stewardship than on ―talking 
about money.‖  Stewardship is based on the individual’s need to give, not on 
the Church’s need to receive.  Stewardship is based on the premise that all we 
have and all that we are come from God and, as a way to thank God for all his 
blessings, we return a portion of the time, talent, and treasure allotted to us.
