LIVING THE GOSPEL

BELCZAK’S BULLETIN

As the Church year nears its end, we read two apocalyptic passages, one from
Daniel and the other from the Gospel of Mark. Apocalyptic literature was popular
in Jesus’ time. It arose during times of persecution to assure the people that God
would save them from their enemies, and they should live in hope and fidelity.

The book of Daniel was written when the Israelites were suffering persecution.
The descriptions of suffering are not warning people that suffering is in their future.
Rather, the author is promising God’s people that their suffering will soon end.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus assures the people that after much tribulation and
suffering there will be a day of the Lord, and day when God comes to save: “And
then they will see ‘the Son of Man coming in the clouds’ with great power and glory ...”

Jesus’ followers expected that day to occur during their lifetime, but by the time Mark is writing (about
35 years after the death, resurrection, and ascension), those expectations are being revised. Notice
that Mark has Jesus say, “But of that day or hour, no one knows ...”

Even today we do not know the day or the hour when we as a people, or even when we as
individuals will meet our Lord. For that reason we know that we should always be ready — we too, are
called to live in hope and fidelity!

THANKSGIVING - OUR ATTITUDE OF GRATITUDE!
THANKSGIVING - OUR CONCERN FOR THE POOR AND HUNGRY

It's not too early to begin to prepare for our annual Thanksgiving Feast. Although it is not a Holy
Day in our Liturgical Calendar — Thanksgiving is a deeply religious feast, worthy of our celebration. On
Thursday, November 26 Thanksgiving Day we will celebrate the Eucharist at 9:00 a.m.

As is our tradition on Thanksgiving Day, Saint Kenneth parishioners bring bottles of wine to church
for a blessing. This year, we will set up tables in the gathering space and ask that you leave your wine
on the table prior to entering church. Immediately following morning Mass the wine will be blessed and
you can pick up your bottle as you leave the church to take it home to share at your family’s
Thanksgiving Feast. The parish will also provide a small loaf of bread for you to share at your table; as
a token of our appreciation for your love and support throughout the year. Just as we “break bread” at
the table of the Lord each week — we hope that this bread received from the parish will remind you and
your family that we are united in love through our faith in Jesus Christ.

On Thanksgiving Day all money collected in the donation box located in the gathering space is used
to support the work of our Saint Kenneth Saint Vincent DePaul Society. Please be generous in
supporting those who are less fortunate. If you are not able to be with us on Thanksgiving Day, but
would still like to support the needy through the work of our St. Vincent DePaul conference; in the weeks
ahead, please place your donation in an envelope marked “Thanksgiving Collection” and we will see to it
that your gift is used for the poor.

In addition to the St. Vincent DePaul collection, feel free to bring some specific non-perishable food
items to church as well on Thanksgiving Day. We would like to use our celebration of Thanksgiving to
provide St. Christine’s Food Pantry items that are always in demand and in short supply. If you would
l' i ke to participate in our Thanksgiving Day “spec
following items: CANNED CHICKEN, CANNED TURKEY, CHILI, SPAM AND 1# CANNED HAMES.
Bring your food donations to the sanctuary and place them around the altar. We will share your food
donations with Saint Christine Food Pantry. All other food products can be given during our next
monthly food drive — the weekend of December 5" and 6™. The First Sunday of December Food Drive
will be used to provide assistance to families through our Saint Vincent DePaul Society. We also wish
to encourage our parishioners to bring canned goods, personal care items, and non-perishable house-
hold cleaning items to church with you on December 5" and 6.

WHY GIVE THANKS?

We humans are arrogant cusses. Our vocabulary is full of phrases of self-
praise. You heard and used them: “He is a self made man.” “She pulled herself
up by her own bootstraps.” “Everything they’ve got, they earned.”

To hear us talk, you'd think we might spend this Thanksgiving season
patting ourselves on the back. Individual initiative and determination do play a
large role in human life. But we tend to exaggerate. A self made man? Hardly;
we all work with materials given us by birth and circumstances. Try pulling on
your bootstraps. All you'll get is a sore back and, if you pull hard enough,
broken bootstraps.

Itis true, we do best if we do our best. But that is only the beginning of the
story. Our own efforts did not enable us to be born in this land of opportunity.
The way we take care of ourselves and others has a great impact on whether
we live healthy and happy lives, but we have hardly any control over whether
illness or accident will hit us or our loved ones. Our own inner resources have a
lot to do with how we deal with adversity, but little to do with whether we will
experience it.

So during this month of Thanksgiving, it is worth taking a few moments
each day to think about the things we have no control over that make our lives
worth living. For example: Life itself; life in a nation whose freedom, wealth,
and opportunity to live free and prosperous lives were bequeathed to us by
preceding generations; the unearned, unconditional love of family; the warmth
and support of friends; the generosity of strangers.

Whether you thank God or good fortune, you know that much of what you
value most in life you have not earned. Itis a gift. Once we understand the
importance of the gifts we have received, we are able to see the importance of
the gifts we give — to family and friends, of course, but also to fellow human
beings less generously blessed by birth and circumstance, and to future
generations. The best way to give thanks for the priceless gifts we have
received is to give generously in return.

FINDING A PATRON SAINT FOR THE ARCHDIOCESE

It has long been a practice in the Church for certain entities, including
dioceses, to seek the intercession and protection of a patron saint. The
Archdiocese of Detroit, however, has never officially had a patron. That is why
Archbishop Allen Vigneron is now asking the faithful of the Archdiocese for their
prayerful cooperation in selecting a patron saint for our local church of Detroit.

Between now and December 8, Catholics are invited to submit suggestions
as to whom should be patron saint of the Archdiocese. A patron saint is known
as a special intercessor, one who is aware of our needs and places them before
God. He or she should be a saint who is identified in some clear way with the
area, our need and our work. Archbishop Vigneron has encouraged all who
choose to participate to prayerfully entrust the matter to the Lord, keeping in
mind the history, character and needs of the Archdiocese. For more information
and to submit your own suggestion online, please visit the web at
www.aodonline.org/patronsaint.

We have our own personal story and then we
see our story of life as including others. He invites to THE
STORY, where everything is always true, the reason God
created us and the universe and why Jesus walked with us
and why we are filled with Holy Spirit. This is where we
know that God loves us unconditionally, steadfastly no mat-
ter how we have used our free will and we know that we are
not separate from God, we are one with all things.

In our Spirituality sessions, we share our thoughts on
the deeper, more spiritual meaning of the passages in the
Bible, realizing that the divine messages have been there
from the beginning on how to live a spiritual life and we
have much to learn about this.
