RESPECT LIFE SUNDAY 

 During Pope Benedict’s visit to the United States last year, our Holy Father                                   
frequently reminded the faithful of our responsibility to promote a culture of life.                                  
While commending the Church in America, he also offered caution with regard to                                  
the ways the value of life is undermined by secularism and an attempt to separate                               
faith from life.  Our Holy Father reminded all Catholics of the need to be a voice of                              
hope in a world where “self-centeredness, greed, violence and cynicism so often                               
seem to choke the fragile growth of grace in people’s hearts” (Homily, Saint                                         
Patrick’s Cathedral, April 19, 2008). 

 May we commit ourselves to the protection of all human life from conception to natural death that 
this nation may, once again, be a land known for its honor and its love of truth, guided by the God in 
whom we trust. Today, in many cities across our country individuals and families will stand in silent   
witness to their commitment to love and protect the unborn and their mothers.  This is a unique          
opportunity to touch the hearts of those who will drive by with our prayers and our presence.  Saint   
Kenneth proudly supports the LIFE CHIAN event in Livonia taking place on Middlebelt Road between 
Jamison (2 blocks south of 5 Mile) to 6 Mile Road.  This Life Chain will take place between 2:30 and 
3:30 today – Sunday, October 4. All are invited to participate today. 

 

Mass of Anointing of the Sick 

Tuesday, October 20 at 7:00 pm  

Looking ahead in the calendar we plan to celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick during the 7:00 pm 
Mass on Tuesday, October 20

th
.  There are several things to remember about this sacrament: 1) This 

sacrament (like all sacraments) is a community celebration; 2) sickness involves more than bodily     
illness; and 3) anointing heals us through faith.  We try to celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick twice a 
year.  It is important to bring together sick and healthy parishioners to pray for God’s healing for those 
who need it.  Those to be anointed willingly give themselves and their suffering to God who accepts 
them and takes them into His care. 

Who may be anointed?  According to Canon Law: ―The Anointing of the Sick may be administered 
to the faithful who have the use of reason and begin to fall into danger as a result of illness or old age.  
Great care and concern should be taken to see that those of the faithful whose health is seriously      
impaired by sickness or old age receive this sacrament.” (Canon 1004) 

Among those mentioned who may be anointed, the ritual in particular states: “those undergoing   
surgery; elderly people if they have become notably weakened even though no serious illness is        
present; sick children if they have sufficient use of reason to be strengthened by this Sacrament.” In the 
Pastoral Companion to Canon Law, it states the following: “In public and private catechesis, the faithful 
should be educated to ask for the Sacrament of Anointing and, as soon as the right time comes, to    
receive it with full faith and devotion.  They should not follow the wrongful practice of delaying the     
Sacrament.  All who care for the sick should be taught the meaning and purpose of the Sacrament.”  

No longer should this sacrament be considered as Extreme Unction (the Last Anointing).  It is a   
sacrament for sick people and should not be delayed until a person’s last moments.  Why would anyone 
want to put off the pastoral care of the Church and the sacramental presence of Christ until it is too late 
for a person to benefit from it?  Gone should be the days that summoning a priest to a sick person’s 
bedside meant imminent death.  The onset of illness or the recurrence of serious symptoms should 
prompt people to call upon the healing power of Christ in the Sacrament of the Sick. 

Please plan to join us on Tuesday, October 20
th
 in Church at 7:00 o’clock in the evening.  I hope that 

family members will make an effort to bring to church those who 
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aren’t able to come regularly.  There will not be large crowds and our church 
building is accessible for those who have difficulty walking.  There are several 
parking spots for people with approved handicapped permits.  We are easily 
able to accommodate people who use walkers and wheelchairs, as well as 
those who need oxygen tanks. 

In the sacrament we pray that the sick be healed in body, in soul and in 
spirit.  God alone knows what kind of healing the sick need most: that a wound 
be healed; that fear turn to confidence; that loneliness be embraced by the 
support of the praying community; that confusion in the face of all the whys – 
why me, why suffering, why now – turn to insight.  The Sacrament of the 
Anointing of the Sick does not remove the mystery of human suffering.  Yet its 
celebration gives us a window into the mystery of a loving God.   

Please call our parish office (734) 420-0288 and inform the secretary of 
your intention to attend this service. Very light refreshments will be served in the 
Gathering Space following the Mass for all who participate. Our church building 
is accessible for those who have a difficult time walking.

TO YOUR GOOD HEALTH 
 

 INFLUENZA (flu) SEASON IS BACK!  
 According to the Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention, every year in the United States, 
on average 5% to 20% of the population gets the 
flu, more than 200,000 people are hospitalized 
from flu-related complications; and about 36,000 
die from flu-related causes.  The best way to  
prevent seasonal flu is by getting a flu vaccination each year.  
The ―flu shot‖ is an inactivated  vaccine (containing killed virus).    
It is approved for use in people six months of age and older,        
including healthy people and people with chronic medical         
conditions.  There is also a nasal-spray flu vaccine.  This vaccine 
is made with live, weakened flu viruses that do not cause the flu.  
This vaccine is approved for use in healthy people 2-49 years of 
age who are not pregnant.  In addition, there are prescription   
antiviral medications that fight against the flu, by keeping flu     
viruses from reproducing in your body.  
 This flu season, there are more uncertainties than usual  
because of the emergence of a new 2009 H1N1 influenza virus.  
There is concern that this virus may cause a lot more people   
getting sick, being hospitalized and dying than during a regular flu 
season.  The seasonal flu vaccine is not expected to protect 
against this new virus.  However, the H1N1 vaccine is expected to 
be available this fall.  It is   recommended that pregnant women, 
people who live with or care for children younger than six months 
of age, health care and emergency medical services personnel, 
children six months through four years of age, and children five 
through 18 years of age who have chronic medical conditions  
receive the vaccine first.  As vaccine supply and demand is being 
met, ages 25 and older will be offered the vaccine. 
 Symptoms of seasonal flu include:  fever, chills, headache, 
extreme tiredness, dry cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy nose, 
muscle aches, nausea, vomiting and/or diarrhea.  If you become ill 
with flu like symptoms this flu season, you should stay home and 
avoid contact with other people.  Medical conditions that can place 
you at higher risk of serious flu-related complications if you      
become ill include asthma or other lung problems, diabetes,  
weakened immune systems, kidney disease, heart disease,            
neurological and neuromuscular disorders and pregnancy.  If you 
have one of these medical conditions or are 65 or older, or 
younger than five and develop flu-like symptoms, contact your 
health care provider so they may determine whether flu testing or 
treatment is needed.

A Note from Gretchen 
 A few years ago I took and Old       
Testament course with a professor who 
made the Scriptures come alive.  I still  
remember the day he did a dramatic    
reading of the call of the prophet Isaiah 
(Isaiah 6:1-8.)  He explained that Isaiah 
was praying in the   temple one day when 
he had a vision of God  complete with singing angels, a scary 
earthquake, and lots of  billowing smoke.  Realizing he had 
seen God, Isaiah was overwhelmed with the sense of his own 
sinfulness.  As he cowered in a corner, one of the angels came 
to him and touched his lips with a burning coal, thus purifying 
him of sin. 
 It was then that Isaiah overheard God talking to Himself: 
―Whom shall I send to speak to my people?  Who shall be my 
prophet?‖After me professor spoke those words, be became 
Isaiah.  Rising slowly from his desk, he pointed to his chest 
and cried out, ―Here I am!  Send me!‖  That image of Isaiah             
volunteering to be God’s prophet stays with me.  It is an      
example of availability. 
 Availability is the gift of the Spirit that enables us to offer   
ourselves to God.  It means we place our time, talents, and 
energy at God’s disposal.  Availability is not easy.  Why? First, 
when we volunteer ourselves to God, we never know what 
we’re getting into to.  Availability is like handing God a blank 
check.  We don’t know what ―amount‖ God is going to fill in.  
Little wonder we sometimes balk. 
 Availability is also difficult because it often involves   
changing our plans.  And if there is one thing we like, it’s    
making plans!  It is fine to make plans, of course, as long as 
we remain open to change.  Sometimes we are asked to 
change our plans in little ways.  We were planning to go to a 
movie, but our six-year-old comes down with a fever, so we 
stay home and take care of her.  Or we just sit down to watch 
our favorite program on TV when a friend calls on the phone 
and need to talk, so we turn off the TV and listen to our friend 
for an hour.  Other times availability will call us to modify our 
plans in bigger ways.  We planned on having our Tuesday  
afternoons free, but we volunteer instead to teach third grade 
in the parish religious education program.  Or we planned on 
having more time for ourselves once the kids have grown and 
moved out, but we find ourselves with the privilege of caring for 
an elderly parent instead. 
 What can hinder availability to God?  Fear can.  Instead of 
saying, ―Here I am, God!‖ we may say, ―But I’ve never done 
anything like that before‖ or ―I feel so inadequate to the task.‖  
At such times we should remember, if God is truly asking us to 
do this thing, then God will give us the grace we need to do it. 
 When Isaiah went to the temple that day, he wasn’t     
planning on becoming a prophet.  But he scrapped his own 
plans and made himself available to God who needed him.  
After all, God does not ask for our ability or our inability, but   
for our availability.
