Joe Micallef (who along with his wife Elizabeth,) was the driving force behind 
the success of our Lenten Fish Fry and the ñall-you-can-eatò Pancake Breakfast.  Joe brought to our parish his   
culinary skills and a willingness to commit to long hours to make every function special.   
 For the past fourteen years, Karen Cummings was the ñgo toò person whenever a family requested a funeral 
luncheon.  Her willingness to contact the grieving family and spend countless hours on the phone organizing the 
volunteers, accepting food donations, scheduling the set up of the tables and clean up of the social hall are        
appreciated.

MASS OF ANOINTING OF THE SICK 

TUESDAY, OCTOBER 20 AT 7:00 PM  
Looking ahead in the calendar we plan to celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick 

during the 7:00 pm Mass on Tuesday, October 20th.   There are several things to 
remember about this sacrament: 1) This sacrament (like all sacraments) is a community 
celebration; 2) sickness involves more than bodily illness; and 3) anointing heals us 
through faith.  We try to celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick twice a year.  It is important 
to bring together sick and healthy parishioners to pray for Godôs healing for those who 
need it.  Those to be anointed willingly give themselves and their suffering to God who 
accepts them and takes them into His care. 

Who may be anointed?  According to Canon Law: ñThe Anointing of the Sick may be 
administered to the faithful who have the use of reason and begin to fall into danger as a 
result of illness or old age.  Great care and concern should be taken to see that those of 
the faithful whose health is seriously impaired by sickness or old age receive this 
sacrament.ò (Canon 1004) 

Among those mentioned who may be anointed, the ritual in particular states: ñthose 
undergoing surgery; elderly people if they have become notably weakened even though 
no serious illness is present; sick children if they have sufficient use of reason to be 
strengthened by this Sacrament.ò In the Pastoral Companion to Canon Law, it states the 
following: ñIn public and private catechesis, the faithful should be educated to ask for the 
Sacrament of Anointing and, as soon as the right time comes, to receive it with full faith 
and devotion.  They should not follow the wrongful practice of delaying the Sacrament.  
All who care for the sick should be taught the meaning and purpose of the Sacrament.ò 

No longer should this sacrament be considered as Extreme Unction (the Last 
Anointing).  It is a sacrament for sick people and should not be delayed until a personôs 
last moments.  Why would anyone want to put off the pastoral care of the Church and 
the sacramental presence of Christ until it is too late for a person to benefit from it?  
Gone should be the days that summoning a priest to a sick personôs bedside meant 
imminent death.  The onset of illness or the recurrence of serious symptoms should 
prompt people to call upon the healing power of Christ in the Sacrament of the Sick. 

Please plan to join us on Tuesday, October 20th in Church at 7:00 oôclock in the 
evening.  I hope that family members will make an effort to bring to church those who 
arenôt able to come regularly.  There will not be large crowds and our church building is 
accessible for those who have difficulty walking.  There are several parking spots for 
people with approved handicapped permits.  We are easily able to accommodate people 
who use walkers and wheelchairs, as well as those who need oxygen tanks. 

In the sacrament we pray that the sick be healed in body, in soul and in spirit.  God 
alone knows what kind of healing the sick need most: that a wound be healed; that fear 
turn to confidence; that loneliness be embraced by the support of the praying 
community; that confusion in the face of all the whys ï why me, why suffering, why now 
ï turn to insight.  The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick does not remove the 
mystery of human suffering.  Yet its celebration gives us a window into the mystery of a 
loving God.   

Please call our parish office (734) 420-0288 and inform the secretary of your 
intention to attend this service. Very light refreshments will be served in the Gathering 
Space following the Mass for all who participate. Our church building is accessible for 
those who have a difficult time walking.   

While on Convocation late last month, I spent some time with a retired priest 
who was telling me of a conversation he had with his personal physician.  It seems that 
the doctor had confirmed his suspicion that his painful gout was caused by his love of 
rich foods, especially ice cream, nuts, and alcohol.  When asked what food and drink he 
planned to eliminate from his diet, the priest replied, ñThe doctor said Iôm going to have

A Note from Gretchen 
  

Dear Jesus, 
 

 The problem with the kind of love 
you ask of us is this: it is too specific.  It 
is too concrete.  It is too time consuming.  
We want to love generally, to say, ñI love 
everyone!ò  But you ask us to love particularly, to say. ñI 
love you!ò  You want us to love this next-door neighbor who 
plays music too loudly and whose Christmas decorations 
are still up in May; this friend who has become something of 
a nuisance lately; this co-worker or fellow student who is 
difficult to get along with; this relative who has brought 
shame to our family. 
 We prefer to love quickly, to get it over with so we can 
back to things more interesting and more important.  But 
you call us to love unhurriedly, patiently, painstakingly.  You 
ask us, ñWhat is more interesting and more important than 
love?ò  We want to love in dramatic ways, with wide and 
sweeping movements, in laying-down-your-life-for-others 
kinds of ways.  But, most often, you call us to love in      
ordinary ways, with small and simple gestures, in doing-a-
little-favor-for-someone-else kinds of ways. 
 We wish to forgive only once.  You ask us to forgive 
seven times seventy times.  We say, ñButé.ò  You say, ñNo 
buts.ò 
 We wish to love over there, not till then and only that.  
But you asks us to love here and now and this.  We prefer 
to love with our lips, but you ask us to love also with our 
eyes, our ears, our hands, and our hearts.  We want to 
send a check, but you ask us to walk over there ourselves.  
We want to wait until tomorrow, but you ask us to love    
today.  We want to put restrictions on our love, but you ask 
that love knows no bounds.
