MASS OF ANOINTING OF THE SICK 

TUESDAY, OCTOBER 20 AT 7:00 PM  

This week we plan to celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick during the 7:00 pm                              
Mass on Tuesday, October 20th.   There are several things to remember about this                              
sacrament: 1) This sacrament (like all sacraments) is a community celebration;                                      
2) sickness involves more than bodily illness; and 3) anointing heals us through faith.                           
We try to celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick twice a year.  It is important to bring                                
together sick and healthy parishioners to pray for Godôs healing for those who need                                
it.  Those to be anointed willingly give themselves and their suffering to God who accepts them and 
takes them into His care. 

Who may be anointed?  According to Canon Law: ñThe Anointing of the Sick may be administered 
to the faithful who have the use of reason and begin to fall into danger as a result of illness or old age.  
Great care and concern should be taken to see that those of the faithful whose health is seriously      
impaired by sickness or old age receive this sacrament.ò (Canon 1004) 

Among those mentioned who may be anointed, the ritual in particular states: ñthose undergoing   
surgery; elderly people if they have become notably weakened even though no serious illness is        
present; sick children if they have sufficient use of reason to be strengthened by this Sacrament.ò In the 
Pastoral Companion to Canon Law, it states the following: ñIn public and private catechesis, the faithful 
should be educated to ask for the Sacrament of Anointing and, as soon as the right time comes, to    
receive it with full faith and devotion.  They should not follow the wrongful practice of delaying the      
Sacrament.  All who care for the sick should be taught the meaning and purpose of the Sacrament.ò  

No longer should this sacrament be considered as Extreme Unction (the Last Anointing).  It is a  
sacrament for sick people and should not be delayed until a personôs last moments.  Why would anyone 
want to put off the pastoral care of the Church and the sacramental presence of Christ until it is too late 
for a person to benefit from it?  Gone should be the days that summoning a priest to a sick personôs 
bedside meant imminent death.  The onset of illness or the recurrence of serious symptoms should 
prompt people to call upon the healing power of Christ in the Sacrament of the Sick. 

Please plan to join us on Tuesday, October 20th in Church at 7:00 oôclock in the evening.  I hope that 
family members will make an effort to bring to church those who arenôt able to come regularly.  There 
will not be large crowds and our church building is accessible for those who have difficulty walking.  
There are several parking spots for people with approved handicapped permits.  We are easily able to 
accommodate people who use walkers and wheelchairs, as well as those who need oxygen tanks. 

In the sacrament we pray that the sick be healed in body, in soul and in spirit.  God alone knows 
what kind of healing the sick need most: that a wound be healed; that fear turn to confidence; that    
loneliness be embraced by the support of the praying community; that confusion in the face of all the 
whys ï why me, why suffering, why now ï turn to insight.  The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick 
does not remove the mystery of human suffering.  Yet its celebration gives us a window into the mystery 
of a loving God.   

Please call our parish office (734) 420-0288 and inform the secretary of your intention to attend this 
service. Very light refreshments will be served in the Gathering Space following the Mass for all who 
participate. Our church building is accessible for those who have a difficult time walking. 

 

MEMORIAL BOOK OF THE DEAD  
 The Memorial Books of our relatives and friends who have done to their eternal reward can be found 
in the Gathering Space this weekend.  In the weeks ahead, please feel free to write in anyoneôs name 
you would like.  We keep the same books year after year, so there is no need to repeat any names you 
might have enrolled in the past. 
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 When you pray, say the names of your loved ones who have died, then 
offer this prayer: ñEternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light 
shine upon them.  May their souls and all the souls of the faithful departed, 
through the mercy of God rest in peace.  Amen!ò 
 
 

Each November we are encouraged to remember and pray for the dead.  In 
celebrating the Feast of All Saints (November 1) and Commemoration of All 
Souls (November 2), we pause to remember our loved ones and friends who 
have died and now share in the promises of heaven.  We think of the well-
known holy ones whose lives inspire us; we think also of the saints from our 
own lives, real people with faults and failings as well as plenty of love and 
laughter, people whose lives we recall and miss. 

As we did last year, we will once again pray for and remember all our 
deceased relatives, friends, benefactors and parishioners throughout the 
month of November. You are encouraged to use the All Souls Day Envelope 
found  in todayôs bulletin or on the table in the gathering space of the church to 
list the names of people you would like to be remembered in prayer.  A list of 
memorial names will be printed in the bulletin on the weekend of November 7/8, 
2009.  Please PRINT the names clearly to help avoid spelling mistakes.       

Every day we read or hear about acts of violence and indiscriminate killing. 
More than ever we are conscious of the dignity and mystery, the fragility and 
sacredness of every human life.  Brought to our knees whenever someone we 
know and love dies, we recognize our complete dependence on God and our 
bond with one another as sisters and brothers, members of the same human 
family.   
The Scripture readings of the Sundayôs in October and November draw our 

attention to the end times, not to increase our anxiety but to put it to rest.  The 
liturgies of the remainder of this year of grace help focus our attention on the 
end of life ï and the promise of eternal life.  The scriptures make it clear to us 
that all relationships are fleeting, passing, destined to end - all but one.  Godôs 
love is a relationship without termination, a love without end.  The promise of 
everlasting life with God is an experience of a life free from death, separation, 
and disappointment.
