 The Memorial Books of our relatives and friends who have gone to their  
eternal reward can be found in the Gathering Space this weekend.  In the weeks  
ahead, please feel free to write in anyone’s name you would like.  We keep the same  
books year after year, so there is no need to repeat any names you might have  
enrolled in the past. 
 When you pray, say the names of your loved ones who have died, then offer  
this prayer: ñEternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon  
them.  May their souls and all the souls of the faithful departed, through the mercy of  
God, rest in peace.  Amen!ò 
 
 

Each November we are encouraged to remember and pray for the dead.  In celebrating the Feast of 
All Saints (November 1) and Commemoration of All Souls (November 2), we pause to remember our 
loved ones and friends who have died and now share in the promises of heaven.  We think of the well 
known holy ones whose lives inspire us; we think also of the saints from our own lives, real people with 
faults and failings as well as plenty of love and laughter, people whose lives we recall and miss. 

As we did last year, we will once again pray for and remember all our deceased relatives, 
friends, benefactors and parishioners throughout the month of November. You are encouraged to 
use the All Souls Day Envelope available at the Parish Office or on the table in the gathering space of 
the church to list the names of people you would like to be remembered in prayer.  A list of memorial 
names will be printed in the bulletin on the weekend of November 7/8, 2009.  Please PRINT the names 
clearly to help avoid spelling mistakes.       

Every day we read or hear about acts of violence and indiscriminate killing. More than ever we are 
conscious of the dignity and mystery, the fragility and sacredness of every human life.  Brought to our 
knees whenever someone we know and love dies, we recognize our complete dependence on God and 
our bond with one another as sisters and brothers, members of the same human family.   
 The Scripture readings of the Sunday’s in October and November draw our attention to the end 
times, not to increase our anxiety but to put it to rest.  The liturgies of the remainder of this year of grace 
help focus our attention on the end of life – and the promise of eternal life.  The scriptures make it clear 
to us that all relationships are fleeting, passing, destined to end - all but one.  God’s love is a              
relationship without termination, a love without end.  The promise of everlasting life with God is an ex-
perience of a life free from death, separation, and disappointment. 
 
 

ARCHDIOCESAN FINANCES 
(My classmate Father Dave Buersmeyer has written several columns in his church paper addressing the 
current financial situation in the Archdiocese of Detroit.  For the next several weeks I will reprint his   
columns for you.) 
 Last month the archdiocese publicly announced that up to one-third of its central services            
employees would no longer have jobs. This does not directly affect parishes, because each parish has 
its own individual budget. Indirectly it can affect parishes in terms of the services these offices provide to 
parishes and, depending on how deep the financial crisis goes, in sharing a bit more of parish resources 
for diocesan-wide projects in the years ahead. But right now it is too early to tell. 
 The good news is that Archbishop Vigneron is quickly trying to address the problem right away.   
Another silver lining in this very difficult situation is that the basic financial foundation of the diocese is 
sound. All monies and funds are audited and accounted for. Much of the problem is a matter of      
downsizing and of paying off some loans so that the reserves of the diocese have more liquidity and are 
not so fully tied to assets of brick and mortar. With proper stewardship, some downsizing, and getting 
clear of some of the loans, the diocese should be able to get itself into better long term shape once 
again fairly quickly. 
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 How did we get into this situation ? The quick answers are: Cardinal Maida 
was a bit indiscriminate in trying to help parishes and schools in need over the 
years, not thinking through long term issues of accountability; and, he put too 
many resources into buildings, thus limiting the amount of money available for 
investments and paying back loans. According to the news report, over at least 
the last couple of years, and maybe longer, in order to meet budget the 
archdiocese has been spending down its reserves of money, rather than cutting 
expenses. As a result, without some drastic changes nearly $14 million a year 
would continue to be depleted. Please note: unlike some other dioceses, the 
financial crisis in Detroit has nothing to do with settlements from priest abuse 
cases. We have had to pay out relatively little money in that regard. 
 Where does the money for running the central services of the diocese come 
from? Basically six sources. The first is a 6% ―tax‖, called a ―cathedraticum,‖ on 
all income from each parish of the diocese, except the money that is collected 
for tuition, or the yearly C.S.A., or at Christmas. Approximately $7 million will be 
raised through this cathedraticum this year.  
 The second source of money is the yearly Catholic Services Appeal. Each 
parish of the diocese is given an obligatory target. Either the parish raises the 
money during the C.S.A. or the diocese bills the parish for the remainder during 
the next fiscal year. This year, $17.8 million will be raised through the C.S.A. for 
archdiocesan use. The money raised by the C.S.A. is spent for specific 
ministries and a yearly audit is done to assure that is being honored. Thus the 
money we raised in this year’s C.S.A. will go toward the ministries which were 
budgeted. It is not available to be used however the archbishop desires or to 
cover other shortfalls. The money from the tax, however, can be spent however 
the archbishop budgets it. 
 Thirdly, a number of people make bequests to the archdiocese through their 
wills or trusts or the archdiocese solicits money from generous people for 
specific events and ministries. Such monies go directly to the archdiocese. I do 
not know how much money has been raised in this way or what is expected for 
this year. Even though it can be a significant amount, it is too unstable a way to 
raise money for a yearly operating budget and so one does not count on such 
―iffy‖ money in the regular budget. It is usually reserved for special projects or 
put into longer term reserves. 
 The fourth source is ―endowment type‖ monies. One of the largest of these 
would be the perpetual care monies that the archdiocese is, by law, mandated 
to have for the upkeep of the archdiocesan-owned cemeteries. Over the years 
the diocese has accumulated the tens of millions of dollars that the state law 
has mandated. This money does not figure directly into the yearly operating 
budget, because it is a fund to maintain cemeteries. I mention it, however, 
because it can be (and has been) used as a source for loans to pay for projects 
that would otherwise have to be funded by loans from banks or floating bonds. 
As long as transparent records are kept of what is owed these funds and a 
legitimate interest is paid each year to these funds on the outstanding principal 
and there is sufficient collateral to back these loans, there is nothing shady 
about such loan practices. Although the diocese has never publicly stated what 
it has used loans from reserved funds for, it is widely understood that they 
helped to fund some of the refurbishing of Sacred Heart Seminary under 
Cardinal Szoka and the revamping of St. John’s Seminary into the Conference 
Center it is today. Where this affects the yearly operating budget is the payment 
of the interest owed to such a fund, and, ideally, repayment of some of the 
principal. The more that is borrowed, the more the yearly budget has to divert 
monies to pay such loans back and the less it can spend on direct pastoral 
ministry. 
 The fifth source of income is the money that the diocese makes when it

monies in the financial markets. Through fiscally sound  
investments the archdiocese has often been able to get a 
return that was greater than any interest it had to pay back 
to  the parishes or other protected funds. [Right now the 
archdiocese pays 3% interest to the parishes for the use of 
that money—a very good rate given current interest rates 
and for many years it was 5.25%.] By acting like a central 
bank for parish monies the diocese has been able to loan 
out a tremendous amount of money over the years to help 
parishes build their churches and activities centers and so 
forth. Without such help very few parishes would have the 
facilities we now have. It has been a tremendous blessing 
for all parishes. For many years parishes would pay back 
the money over a ten year period at a 5.5% interest rate 
(currently the rate is 5%). Theoretically this helped the    
diocese recover all the money loaned and make a bit of 
extra money, as well as cover for any loans parishes ending 
up not paying back. 
 The final source of income would be getting loans or 
floating bonds through regular banks. Although the       
archdiocese tries to avoid such steps as much as possible, 
because the interest rate is not that favorable, it has       
entered into some loan and bond obligations through banks 
in recent years. 
 As you can see from the above details—which is itself a 
simplified overview—the Archdiocese of Detroit is a        
financially large and complex entity. (More next week!)

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 Stewardship is a lifestyle that 
reflects who we are and what we 
believe, and this involves daily 
living ïnot diocesan or parish 
programs.  A commitment to 
stewardship should influence our 
most basic choices: how we spend 
our free time; how we develop and 
use the skills and abilities God has 
given us; how we earn, save, 
spend, and share out money.  This 
is ñtime, talent, and treasureò to be 
sure, but it is expressed in terms of 
daily living, not just a formula for 
volunteerism or church support. 
 Stewardship should guide our 
choices: about what we do on the 
weekend; about the books we read 
and the movies we see; about how 
we celebrate Christmas; about how 
we dispose of our trash; about how 
we share ourselves and our 
material possessions with others; 
about how much we drink; about 
relationships; and about how much 
we contribute to the Sunday 
collection.  A commitment to 
stewardship as a way of life should 
have an impact on everything we 
chose to do ï no exceptions.  This 
is not just another gimmick to raise 
funds or encourage volunteerism.  
It is a radical re-thinking of our 
everyday lives based on 
fundamental principles of faith and 
spirituality.
