PRIEST CONVOCATION SEPTEMBER 2024, 2009

Every two years the priests of the Archdiocese of Detroit gather for
i Convoc at i-dayseminaraetréat experience. The gathering is for support,
conversation, enrichment and prayer. With fewer and fewer active priests there is a
need to get away with each other to pray, relax and prepare for a future filled with
much anxiety. The shortage of priests is becoming maore apparent due to some early
and unexpected deaths, as well as the general aging of the priests serving in the
archdiocese. Couple that with the loss of those men who were removed from active
ministry, and the opportunity for us to get to know our new archbishop in a relaxed
atmosphere. There is much to discuss and many good reason for us to get together
this week. Since this meeting takes place in Boyne Highlands, it necessitates a
change in schedule and expectations for the coming week. Most priests (even those who are retired) try
to attend the convocation. NO SERVICES are scheduled on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday this week. Morning Mass will be offered on Friday, September 25 at 9:00 a.m. We are
very fortunate that our neighboring parish, Saint Edith has scheduled a Parish Mission for this week. |
would encourage you to attend 9:00 a.m. morning Mass at Saint Edith this week.

In the event of a pastoral care emergency, please call the parish office and our staff will work hard to
find a priest who might be available. A few priests in our area are not going to the Convocation, and
they will try to cover whenever possible. In the event of a funeral, it might be difficult to find a priest.
Our Parish Pastoral Staff will do what we can to e
Convocation.
Please pray for Archbishop Vigneron and all the priests of the Archdiocese of Detroit. We are living
in an era of vocational shortages where the type of pastoral ministry available through a priest is
constantly changing. If you take the current roster of active priests and project a retirement age of 70 T
in ten years, there could be 125 less priests serving in the Archdiocese of Detroit. Of course, not
everyone will retire at age 70; some may die earlier or health problems may prevent full time ministry
responsibilities; and we will ordain new priests each year i however, the Clergy shortage is very real,
and it will get worse before it gets better.
One of my own personal concerns for priests is that we stay positive in the midst of changes, and be
willing to adapt to the needs of the people we serve in the Archdiocese of Detroit, even if it means our
lives will become a little bit more complicated. All priests need your prayer, support and

encouragement. Please pray for us as we gather in Boyne Highlands this week.
